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Fighting HIV/AIDS 2007 - 2009

� With UNFPA support Artpolis ( Kosovo based NGO) 
promoted peer education as one of the key technical 
methodologies for preventing HIV/AIDS among young 
people; 

� The initiative for implementing “Theatre Based Peer 
Education” in Kosovo supported strengthening and 
consolidating Y-PEER initiative in Kosovo through 
existing Peer Network. 

� Theatre Based Education – training of more than 150 
Peers in Theatre Techniques and establishing 
YPEER Theatre Fest – for social changes”,
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� The project  aim was to respond to the needs and 

provide guidance for peer education for young 
people at risk

� The project organized a number of activities aiming 
to achieve increase of knowledge on reproductive 
health, HIV/AIDS  among youth and the population  
in general in Kosovo. 

� The basic direction inside all activities was  a 
creative contemporary approach with involvement of 
youth in all stages of the project, from planning 
stage up to its implementation. 

� Activities were planned to accelerate already exiting 
programmes and activities of young people about 
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Youth Theatre Performances

� Around 150 Youngsters from 15 Kosovo 
municipalities were directly trained on 
THBE.

� Another 200 were involved in Theater 
performances.

� 6  selected groups  contained by peer 
educators, who have already attended 
trainings by NGO ArtPolis  supported by 
UNFPA on theater techniques have  
worked intensively  in conception  and 
practicing of a play which aimed to raise  
awareness  on different  RH  topics 
including HIV/AIDS . 
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National Youth Theatre Festival for social changes –
YPEER 2007,2008,2009�

� Three editions of “National Youth Theatre Festival 
for social changes – YPEER ” were organized in 
Prishtina. 

� During the Three editions around 22 Youth theater  
performances from 15 municipalities were 
presented.

� 3rd special edition was organized on HIV/AIDS 
topics including: stigma, prevention, discrimination 

� 7 performances presented
� A professional jury awarded   three Prizes.
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HIV/AIDS Youth 48 Hours Video Fest”

� Artpolis  with Support of UNFPA and in  
cooperation with project partners, invited 
YPEER groups, NGO’s, Students from high 
schools and universities to apply through 
already existing networks. 

� Around 24 youngsters selected, from all 
communities living in Kosovo were involved in 
producing and participating in the process of 
creating short films that tackle different issue 
on HIV/AIDS.
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� Among the participants in this contest, Artpolis 
engaged also , ex-IDU’s, MSM and other 
vulnerable  considered population. 

� There were also engaged 5 Serbian youth, and 
a Serbian production team (Gheto Production)  
who participated in the process to create a 
short film,  which  tackled the issue of 
HIV/AIDS for the Serbian community living in 
Kosovo.

� Selected  youth  were  trained  on a basic Training 
on HIV/AIDS and Film making techniques.

� Training was held by professional Kosovo 
filmmakers and HIV/AIDS trainers who helped 
contestants to sharpen their skills across all areas 
of filmmaking. 

� The groups  were divided in 6 teams and selected 
the following topics to be developed in their films: 
condom use, HIV testing, drug users infected with 
HIV/AIDS, discrimination, stigma and information. 
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HIV/AIDS Youth 48 Hours Video Fest

� During this competition, youngsters had 48-hours 
to write, shoot, edit and deliver  a short film of three 
minutes on HIV and AIDS grassroots efforts. 

� SPECIAL PREMIERE of 6 Films happened on 
WORLD AIDS DAY, 1 December, 2008 in  
Prishtina, in the presence of more than 200 people. 

� Films screened by the contestants were presented 
in front of Government, NGO’s, international 
agencies, students from primary and secondary 
high schools, and media.
